CHPA speaks out on behalf of cough
products’ efficacy

“Over-the-counter (OTC) cough products have been available to
American consumers for decades, providing millions of people
with effective relief of the symptoms they are intended to treat,”
stated CHPA Senior Vice President and Director of Science and
Technology R.William Soller, Ph.D., February 8. The statement was
in response to the publication of a British Medical Journal review of
randomized controlled trials of certain OTC cough medicines for
self-treatment of acute cough in adults.

The statement continued by explaining that FDA recognizes these
medications are safe and effective when used according to label
directions. CHPA’s response to the journal article further explained
that these medicines are not intended to cure underlying infec-
tions, but rather to help relieve cough symptoms. CHPA also
pointed out that the article does not reflect new research, but
rather is a review of selected trials that the journal authors found in
medical literature. The authors themselves advise that their results
should be “interpreted with caution.”

ON CAPITOL HILL

House introduces resolution on pseudoephedrine

U.S. Congressman George Radanovich (R-Calif.) and other mem-
bers of the House Methamphetamine Caucus have introduced a
resolution expressing the sense of Congress that the United States
and Canada should work together to prevent the smuggling into
America of large quantities of pseudoephedrine. The resolution
recognizes that pseudoephedrine is the active ingredient in many
OTC cold and allergy medicines and that it is a necessary ingredient
in the production of methamphetamine. The resolution also
acknowledges that the U.S. government and the drug industry
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have worked cooperatively to ensure that pseudoephedrine sold
in the United States is packaged and distributed in ways that help
prevent diversion.

Senate passes vitamin-mineral/food stamps bill

The U.S. Senate has approved a comprehensive rewrite of
national agriculture programs with a provision that will allow
qualified individuals to use food stamps to purchase vitamins,
minerals, and other dietary supplements. The food stamp provi-
sion was added to the bill by Senator Tom Harkin (D-Iowa) and
has the support of CHPA and other dietary supplement trade
associations. The Senate bill now moves to a conference commit-
tee where differences between the Senate bill and the House-
passed version will be resolved. The House bill did not contain the
food stamp amendment.

Industry coalition comments on Part 11
guidances

The Industry Coalition on 21 CFR Part 11 has submitted comments
to FDA on the first two draft guidances for industry on the Part 11
rule. Part 11 regulates all aspects of electronic records and elec-
tronic signatures collected and maintained by FDA-regulated
industries. Well-written guidances may offer interpretations that
will help ease the projected billion-dollar cost of compliance with
the rule.

On the draft guidance on “Glossary of Terms,” the coalition recom-
mended that the Agency (1) extend its existing 1995 glossary to
incorporate Part 11 terms, rather than issue a new glossary, and

(2) include applicable definitions within each Part 11 guidance
document with further context added where appropriate.
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With respect to the draft guidance on “Validation,” the coalition
pointed out that there are many related but separate documents,
and that these should be incorporated into a single “Software
Validation” guidance that covers all products, independent of the
FDA center responsible for their regulation. The existing “General
Principles of Software Validation” should serve as the foundation
for that document.

Individual companies, as well as the associations making up the
coalition, also have commented on the draft guidances.

FDA amends topical antifungal monograph in
final rule

The Agency issued a final rule February 8 amending the topical
antifungal monograph to add clotrimazole as generally recognized
as safe and effective for athlete’s foot, jock itch, and ringworm. The
ingredient at a one-percent concentration has been available OTC
in the United States under a new drug application since 1989. This
final rule, part of FDA’s ongoing review of OTC drug products and
effective March 11, does not apply to the ingredient for vaginal
yeast infections.

For the second straight year, CHPA provided attendees of the
February 5-6 Nutritionals 2002 Symposium & Exhibition the oppor-
tunity to hear about dietary supplement regulatory and scientific
issues directly from key government regulators and scientists.
Also for the second time, Joseph A. Levitt, director, FDA Center

for Food Safety and Applied Nutrition, provided a videotaped
address to conference attendees. Levitt listed safety issues,
including enforcement and the future publication of Good Manu-
facturing Practices (GMPs), among the center’s top priorities for
dietary supplements.
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The February 5 regulatory panel was chaired by CHPA Senior

Vice President and Director of Science and Technology R. William
Soller, Ph.D. It focused on claims, enforcement activities, and self-
regulation, and featured presentations by Perrigo Company, FDA,
the Federal Trade Commission, the Council of Better Business
Bureaus, and CHPA.

The February 6 CHPA panel on emerging science was chaired by
CHPA Vice President, Nutritional Sciences Leila Saldanha, Ph.D.,
and featured presentations by key researchers from academic
institutions and Whitehall-Robins Healthcare.

In addition to the symposium, CHPA representatives staffed a
booth in the exhibit hall.
